Members are appointed by the Director of the Veterans’ Resource Station (VRS) with
consultation from the Assistant Vice President for Enrollment & Student Success.

Membership Terms: Ongoing
Frequency of Meetings: Semi-annually
Expected Lifespan: Ongoing

Reporting Requirements:
The VAC reports to the Assistant Vice President for Enrollment & Student Success
with consultation from the Vice President for Enroliment and Degree Management.

Operating Procedures:
In its former state, the VAC primarily served as an information sharing and
discussion-based collaborative. The VAC is transitioning to a more action-oriented



committee that will introduce topics and concerns pertinent to the success of
student veterans and dependents and develop strategies to address these areas.
